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            Family Place Libraries™ Application
Funding has been made available through the Sandy River Charitable Foundation to integrate new sites into the national network of Family Place Libraries. The main goal of Family Place Libraries is to expand the traditional role of libraries by positioning them as community centers for early literacy and learning, early childhood development, parent education, and community-based information.  Libraries selected must indicate a strong commitment on the administrative and children’s services levels to provide the institutional and staff support necessary to establish and sustain this initiative.

Prerequisites
1. Library must employ one full time children’s librarian

2. Library must have high speed internet access
How to Become a Family Place Library
1. Commit to sending two staff persons (the director or assistant director and the children’s person) to a three and a half day Family Place Institute Training in Long Island, New York and also participate in a total of  5 hours of online training (available 24/7) prior to the onsite training in NY. 
2. Commit a staff member to work on this project a minimum of 5 hours per week to:

· develop parenting and early childhood collections
· create a welcoming Family Place space on the public floor of the children’s department. 

· plan and implement the Parent Child Workshop a minimum of twice per year 
· build and maintain relationships with community agencies 

· outreach to non-traditional audiences
· join the Family Place Libraries listserv and regularly access email  
· submit the enclosed application form.

Benefits of Becoming of a Family Place Library

1. Attendance at the on-site multi-day Family Place Training Institute in NY (lodging and meals included) and participation in approximately 5 hours of on-line training (available 24/7).  Topics include serving families and children through partnerships; infant brain development; early childhood development; early literacy; parent education; family engagement; space design; collection development; planning for and offering the Parent/Child Workshop; assets and needs assessment; community outreach; coalition building; and evaluation. 

2. Each library will receive $2,500 per library to purchase materials to implement the initiative.

3. Technical Assistance from Family Place national staff for three years including one on-                                           site visit tailored to your individual library needs and online access to additional presentations/ webinars and updated resource materials. 
4. Participation in cross-site communications via the National Family Place Listserv which gives members an opportunity to ask questions, share resources, problem solve and share success stories with other Family Place librarians and national staff.

5.  Family Place librarians have the opportunity to attend national and local Family Place                             sponsored meetings and advanced trainings at free or reduced costs.
